1.103. Candidates may be required to attend a viva voce examination at the end of the 
course of study at the discretion of the examiners. 
 

1.114. Candidates who fail to satisfy the examiners in the written assignments under 
2(a), the examinations under 2 (b) or the dissertation under 2(c) will be permitted 
to resubmit work in respect of the part or parts of the examination which they have 
failed on not more than one occasion which shall normally be within one year of the 
original failure.
